Coach drop of at  Askerne Vineyard* cycle to Te Mata Mushrooms, Arataki Honey Visitor Centre,  Black Barn 
Vineyard,  Te Mata Estate and the Chalk & Cheese Cafe, (option: Craggy Range - hilly terrain - additional 
2.6kms one way) cycle the Riverbank pathway to Black Bridge, join the Kidnappers Coast pathway and enjoy 
the spectacular coastal views as you cycle  the pathway to the village of  Haumoana then to  Beach House 
Wines*, Elephant Hill Winery*, Clearview Winery* and Te Awanga Estate*  cycle through the village of Te 
Awanga  where you will find numerous  Art & Craft  Studios,  meander down the pathway to  road end 
 
Day Three:  
Coastal and Inland Napier Loop:    Flat terrain: 50kms                         
90% Onroad & off road pathways   
Wetlands - Bay View - Coastal Pathways, Inland Napier - iWays – Suburbs - Loop

doors before returning to base Afternoon collection if required
